Starkey and University of Sydney Hearing Aid Research

This study is to help us design better hearing aids. It focuses on different aspects of the perception of the sound such as:

- Speech intelligibility (i.e. is the sound clear?), 

- Listening effort (i.e. do I have trouble with understanding what is being said to me?)

- Localization of a sound source, which is particularly helpful to communicate in situations involving other sound sources like in a restaurant, at a train station, when TV is on etc.

Participants in this study will be asked to wear CIC (Completely in the Canal) hearing aids during several weeks, perform various listening tests conducted at the University of Sydney and answer a questionnaire.
Participation will involve 7-8 visits to both Starkey at in Alexandria and at the University of Sydney, in Ultimo. 
We are looking after people aged between 18 -75 years with a bilateral mild to moderate hearing loss. 
If chosen for the study, participants will be reimbursed for travel expenses (Cab charge) and  after the end of the study will have the opportunity to purchase cutting edge hearing instruments at a large discount.
